December 12, 2017: Janice Kaldor of Swansea had contacted the Executive regarding canvassing for the Humber Odeon development on behalf of BWVRA. She was invited to attend our meeting to explore assisting SARA in its fund raising campaign. We discussed the collaboration between the two RA's and plans for our campaign. Janice agreed to join our fundraising committee

November 21, 2017: None

October 17, 2017: None

September 19, 2017: The Swansea community was invited to attend this meeting of the Executive to discuss the decision of Plazacorp to forgo co-operative engagement with the community and the City and to apply to the OMB for a decision about their development application for the properties including the Humber Odeon and west to Riverside Drive. A prehearing of which is scheduled for September 28, 2017. Veronica Wynne provided a presentation and stressed the need for the community to participate and to fund SARG's involvement with the case. Councillor Sarah Doucette said that there had been no direction from City however the City was sending legal counsel to the hearing. Our guests provided their contact information so that we can co-ordinate their participation. 
June 20, 2017: Councillor Sarah Doucette

6. CURRENT MATTERS: (Chair and Members to identify & discuss only items that need attention)
a. 2442 Bloor W. (Humber Odeon) & Plaza Corp. Redevelopment:
May 15, 2018: It was reported that the since the developer has submitted the newest plans to the LPAT they are now in the public realm. Veronica reported that in speaking with Steve Dewdney at their AGM/All Candidates Debate, B WVRA knew nothing about the new plans and had heard nothing from their lawyer who has been out of town until today, May 15, 2018. Councillor Doucette also said that she had not been informed that the plans were now in the public realm and available for review. We advised that we had confirmed this via email conversation with Ian Andres. We agreed by consensus that we would wait for BWVRA to review the plans and then seek a date to meet. Veronica reported that the PHC at the LPAT (OMB) is still set for June 28th and there are two Mediation Dates expected and presumably these new plans will be a point of discussion at the PHC. 
March 20, 2018: Veronica reported that a third plan was presented by the developer for our comment and that a meeting of community groups, City representatives and the developer was held on March 19th on a without prejudice basis to discuss the plans.  All members present at our Executive meeting agreed to keep the contents of the plan in strictly confidentiality.  It was then discussed that the East Elevation has been reduced, the west elevation has also been reduced, the street front is to be broken up through the use of small floor plates, the entrance and exit to the building is off Riverview Gardens at the rear (north side) of the building, at the West End of the building the angular planes are breached on the Bloor Street side(south side), three angular planes are shown from the northern border of the parking lot. Veronica reported that requests were made for the developer to provide the angular planes at the north east corner and at the parking lot property line closest to the building, also requested were Shadow studies which were not provided and cross-sections of the building at the Northeast property line.

 March 20, 2018: Motion by Veronica Wynne, seconded by Kate Lawson and CARRIED to approve an initial $1 000 to retain William Roberts as SARG’s legal counsel on the Humber Odeon Development file to deal with any informal settlement discussions or formal Mediation. William Roberts abstained from the vote and discussion. 

March 20, 2018: Moved by William Roberts, seconded by Veronica Wynne and CARRIED that before making final comments SARA  will  wait to see the shadow studies, the cross-sections and views as they relate to Rivercrest Drive, and for the Developers reaction to our request for compliance with the angular planes and height restrictions, however, we are opposed to any direct access from South Kingsway.


March 20, 2018: Veronica Wynne reported that her fundraising had garnered another $1,000 for the case.
February 20, 2018: Veronica reported at the OMB Prehearing Conference the developer and all other parties agreed to enter into mediation. Councillor Doucette said that she would like to see all of the parties sit together to discuss the issues and that City Legal has suggested the hiring of a third party to conduct the mediation. The OMB has asked for the parties to submit their issues. 

Veronica will submit our issues, as per our January minutes, to the OMB, the other parties and our Councillor with further details to follow. Veronica will set a meeting with BWVRA.
Kate Lawson reported that recent efforts raised a small amount for the Humber Odeon PMB case.

January 16, 2018: February 7th is scheduled for an OMB pre-hearing. Our position will be that the new plans are an improvement and we appreciate the effort however, we continue to have issues with the height, massing, transition and the street wall which is too high also the Eastern heights require step-backs.

December 12, 2017: The developer, Plazacorp, has provided a new design on a confidential basis and is open to comments. SARA will consider a response. Janice Kaldor volunteered to join  the Fundraising Committee. Veronica will call a meeting of the Committee before Christmas.
November 21, 2017: Veronica Wynne reported her request to the counselor's office to be invited to any meeting regarding this matter. A tentative meeting for November 29th was arranged. Veronica also noted errors in the materials presented at the Community Meeting i.e. the Swansea Secondary Plan was missing and there were incorrect height cited. Further , On November 14th she attended a pre hearing at the OMB which was attended by both the Bloor West Village Residents Association and Swansea Area Residents Association. Jay Simmerman made a presentation on behalf of the BW VRA and Veronica made a presentation on behalf of SARA. Veronica asked for the inclusion of the Swansea Secondary Plan and corrected heights. Veronica will send her report and overheads to Neil Cresswell. 

November 21, 2017: Moved by William Roberts seconded by Brian O'Rourke and carried to confirm support for Veronica's appearance at the OMB on November 14th, and SARA's opposition to the development, and support of the city's request for direction to oppose the development. 

Nick  reported that Deirdre Slowey has agreed to help on the 2442 Bloor Fundraising Committee. Veronica will ask her contact on Mayfield to help recruit residents to the committee.

November 21, 2017: Moved by William Roberts seconded by Kate Lawson and CARRIED confirm that the committee for fundraising so far is comprised of Nick, Veronica, Kate and Deirdre.
October 17, 2017: Councillor Sarah Doucette reported that as yet there was no Staff Report from Planning and if there is no report  City legal will have to go to the OMB hearings without direction from City Council. However it is expected that Planning will have a report for City Council and will request direction. At this point Planning has told the developer that it is too late to collaborate on the Report. There was a September 28th prehearing at which a request for mediation could not be arranged but the request is still active. The next pre-hearing is scheduled for February 7th and City Planning will have a report ready for that date.

June 20, 2017: The developer has decided to go to the OMB without resubmitting with a new proposal.

.
b. Southport Plaza/34 Southport, Next Steps with the Chief Building Official:
September 19, 2017: Veronica reported that she had sent a letter but there was no response as yet.

June 20, 2017: No News. Veronica will enquire with the Chief Building Officer.

c. 1926 Lakeshore Blvd and Site Plan Involvement:
May 15, 2018: Veronica Wynne reported that the Developer has put in changes to the Site Plan and wants to meet with us. Bill is arranging a date with the Developer.
April 17, 2018: The developer has begun the construction of a sales office on the site. Veronica reported that there has been no response to her inquiry with Sarah Henstock regarding carriage of the of the Site Plan.

February 20, 2018: Councillor Doucette will enquire;  who is in charge of the Site Plan, did the developer submit a new plan and did City Planning sign off on it?

January 16, 2018: Veronica  is to write a letter inquiring if our discussions with the developer ended our involvement in the site plan.

December 12, 2017: 1926 went to the committee of adjustment on Dec 7th  and all variance requests were approved. 

December 12, 2017: Moved by Veronica Wynne seconded by Sydney Reimer and carried that Veronica will write the developer as a reminder that we are part of the site plan review.
November 21, 2017: Veronica Wynne will be attending the Committee of Adjustment hearing on December 7th. Veronica will write to the developer asking for references to the new placement of the towers and a new Map 2.

October 17, 2017: Veronica reported that Chris Haskim said that all the variances going to the Committee are minor. Councillor Sarah Doucette reported that the variances are likely to pass and the exit onto Windermere has a problem with sight lines. Also there are no concerns about the shadows cast onto the parklands and no new study was requested. 

September 19, 2017: The developer had proposed changes to the plans that were approved at the OMB and chose to put those changes to the Committee Of Adjustment for approval. A course of action that SSARA did not object to. The developer also asked SARA to support their application to the COA and provided certain plans and rationales for our review. The subcommittee met and found the plans and rationales unclear and asked for clarification and information. The developer has asked for a community meeting. Councillor Sarah Doucette said that the City does not support all of the proposed changes. 

 June 20, 2017: Diamante has submitted new plans. The new shadow study shows new shadows in the summer months. Issues regarding the entrance and exit from the rear laneway will be a matter for the site plan to address. 

d. 2265-79 Bloor W. Site Plan Approval Process
February 20, 2018: Councillor Doucette reported that Orest and the Ukrainian Credit Union, the developer, have dissolved their relationship and the project has been abandoned for now and that Orest is looking at alternate plans for the properties that he owns but there is currently no new plan. The Councillor also reported that the City considers the site plan incomplete and awaiting completion and that should a developer come forward in the future, the OMB settlement will still be valid and could be used to construct a new building on the site. 
It was suggested that in view of the abandonment of the project, the pending completion of the Avenue study and the current progress of the HCD
 the OMB settlement should be set aside because new planning requirements will apply.

October 17, 2017: Councillor Sarah Doucette reported that the development is on "permanent hold" and the renters have been given five year tentative leases.

September 19, 2017: Councillor Sarah Doucette reported that calls for a meeting with the developer have gone nowhere and that the development is currently on hold.
e. 1908 – 1920 Bloor Street West connection to 2265-79 Bloor West
f. Harmonized City Wide By-Law 569-2013/ OMB PL 130592/Healthy Neighbourhoods
May 15, 2018:Nick Singh is reviewing the memo. It was reported that the OMB ruled on a range of issues but only for properties over 12m wide.
April 17, 2018: Bill has drafted a memo and is awaiting feedback.
March 20, 2018: William Roberts reported that on March 1st the OMB issued a decision on a number of issues. Bill will prepare a memo regarding the decision.

January 16, 2018: Moved by John and seconded by Veronica and CARRIED to approve William Roberts letter that SARG is willing to sign off on the non objectionable items and SARG supports the FONTRA proposals (see the attachment to the December 2017 minutes). 
January 16, 2018: Moved by Veronica and seconded by Brian and CARRIED SARA is to create a list of issues along the lines of George Belza's  proposal and other issues as discussed.
December 12, 2017: Bill Roberts inquired with Corona Jewelers; they have no matters that they wish to pursue. William Roberts will write to the OMB saying that we are not interested in participating in the next three phases but we reserve the right to participate if conditions change.

December 12, 2017: A Motion by Bill Roberts and seconded by Veronica Wynne was carried to support the FONTRA position. See attached.
November 21, 2017: William Roberts reported that the next three phases of the hearings are not pertinent to our appeals however there may be business in Swansea who may request our presence at the hearings on their behalf. Veronica will circulate the hearing dates.
November 21, 2017: Moved by William Roberts seconded by Nick Singh and CARRIED that unless we are asked to appear on behalf of a community member we will advise the City that we will not be involved in the next three phases of the hearings.

September 19, 2017: Bill reported that we are awaiting a decision on Chapter 10 for which hearings were completed with five days of in June and three in July. Other Chapters are yet to be discussed. Swansea was the only community association to appear and achieved important changes such as defining the 1st floor of a residence as the closest one to grade thus limiting the height above grade to half of the basement height, limits on front entrance height and a straight numeric calculation for GFA. Thanks to Terry for donating his time for the hearings.

June 20, 2017: Veronica reported that three days of hearings have been added, SARA is confirmed as a Party as is the City, various developers and those making presentations. The prehearing is set for June 4th and the Councillor would like a update on our actions at the prehearing. The hearings begin on June 26th.

Moved by Veronica Wynne, seconded by Kate Lawson and CARRIED: That the Terry's coping expenses for the hearings be paid for by SARA.

g. Coordination of the 4 x Ratepayers Association:
h. West End Ratepayer Groups – Heritage Designation Effort
May 15, 2018: Nick Singh reported that he participated in the May 14th CAG meeting along with others selected by the consultant and that there was a presentation of the information gathered so far and discussion of issues and guided discussion of opinions of five posed questions. The report of the meeting will be posted on the City's site.
February 20, 2018: Nick Singh reported that he attended the HCD meeting on February 15th. it was reported to him that the recent open house meeting for Baby Point had a forum for discussion which erupted into vigorous shouting matches between the neighbours so it was replaced with pen, paper and stickers for this meeting. Attendees were asked to view maps at six different stations each highlighting a different aspect of consideration and to mark locations on the map with comments relevant to  the aspect of consideration.

The next step is the selection of reps for an Community  Advisory Group (CAG) for the next two phases. There will be two CAG meetings one in March and one in May or June. Nominations for the CAG close on March 2nd. If the HCD nomination is successful a Heritage Advisory Committee will be given the power to oversee the application of the conditions. This powerful group, I am told, will be made up of locals, likely from the CAG group.

February 20, 2018: Moved by Sydney Reimer , seconded by Brian O'Rourke and CARRIED to designate Nick and Bill as our SARA representatives on the CAG and Veronica will serve as our alternate.
i. Bloor West Avenue Study:
May 15, 2018: Councillor Doucette reported that the Final Report is out in public and it will be before the East York Community Council on June 6th for consideration.  After that it will go to City Council. William Roberts reported that the report cites a number of properties for rezoning that were not properly brought forward for discussion during the public consultation process. Veronica reported that the citation of 130 Runnymede and 121 Kennedy in the draft was protested and discussed with DATH but the accommodation offered by SARA was ignored in, but appended to, the Final Report.
May 15, 2018: Moved by William Roberts, seconded by Brian O'Rourke and CARRIED to send in a letter, to be composed by Bill and Veronica, protesting the inclusion of Mixed Use in the Swansea Secondary Plan backing Bloor Street at 130 Runnymede & 121 Kennedy.
April 17, 2018:Veronica reported that regarding the question of moving Swansea Secondary Plan's properties into the Mixed Use area  (See Jan 16th)Bill sent our response to the consultants and we have received an acknowledgement from Brent Raymond. Veronica will circulate the letter. We are awaiting the Final Report. 

February 20, 2018: the final report is scheduled for release in April. Bill will write or proposals for between Kennedy Ave. and  the final report.

January 16, 2018: Veronica reported the latest report from the Local Advisory Committee for the Avenue Study contained a suggestion to convert two properties within the Swansea Secondary Plan, between Kennedy Avenue and  Runnymede Avenue, to mixed-use. Veronica wrote the authors opposing the conversion. Brent Raymond from DTAH and Allison Reid from the City Planning division spoke with Bill and Veronica to try to resolve the issue but no compromise was reached. However, Bill and Veronica agreed to consider some sort of arrangement. 

January 16, 2018: It was agreed by consensus of the SARA Board that if there is a change to the properties in question they should be designated as buffers  between the mixed-use and residential areas in exchange for considerations for the existing mixed use properties.

December 12, 2017: Veronica reported that at the last LAC she address the suggestion that parts of the southside of Bloor Street would be enhanced and that the suggestion was then modified.
 Nick and Veronica attended Public meeting #4 and will circulate their comments before sending them.
